i. Short Title and Commencement:- 1. These rules may be called the

Himachal Pradesh Universities of Agriculture, Horticulture and
Forestry Rules, 2026.

2. Appointment of the Viee-Chaneellor:- The Viee Chancellor shall be
appointed by the Chancellor on the aid and advice of the Government.
The Government will constitute Search-cum-Selection commiiiee,

. which shall forward a panel of three persons to the Government. The

' State Government will select a candidate from the panel and forward
the same to the Chancellor for appointment to the post of Viee

Chancellorn,

3. Search-cum-Selection Committes The Committee shall consist of the

4. Procedure of the Committee:~ (a) The Committee shall invite applications
and nominations through Registrar of the concerned University,
specifying eligibility conditions;

The State Government shall select one name from the panel and

recommend to the Chancellor for appointment;

‘The Chancellor shall make appointment of the person
recommended by the State Government within a period of one
week, failing which the Administrative  Secretary  of
Agriculture/Horticulture Department shall issue the notification
of appointment;

The Committee shall maintain confidentiality of deliberations;
and

The Administrative Secretary (Agriculture/Horticulture) to the
Government shall act as Convener for concerned University for
the selection process.

5. Eligibility Criterias- A person shall be eligible for appointment as Vice-

Chaneellor, if he or she

is a distinguished academician with minimum 10 vears of
experience as Professor, or equivalent in University or
Research Institutes;

has high academic standards, integrity, and administrative
experience, preferably in agricultural, horticultural, forestry, or
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allied sciences; including 20 vyears” service in Agriculture
research services; and

neets other qualifications notified by the State Government
from time to time.

& Term of Office:-(a) The Vice-Chancellor shall hold office for o term of
three vears;

{b) He shall be eligible for one re-appointment for another three
vears but not  beyond the age of 63;

(¢)y  The emoluments and other conditions of service of the Vice
Chancellor shall be such as may be prescribed and shall not be
varied to his disadvantage after his appointment.

{d) The age of superannuation/upper age limit may be specified by
o State in case of vacancy due to resignation, removal, expiry
ef term, or any other reason.
7. Interim Arvangement:- In case of vacancy due {0 resignation, removal,
expiry of term, or any other reason the Chancellor on aid and advice
of the State Government may appoint from amongst the senfor foculty

members deemed {it or administrator not less the rank of Principal

Secretary, or any suifable officer of the University, as an acting Vice-
Chancellor for a perfed not exceeding six months, or until a regular
Viee-Chancellor is appointed, wh ichever is catlicr.

3. Bemoval of the Vice-Chaneellor:- The Chancellor on the aid and advice
of the Stale Government may remove the Vice-Chancellor on the
following grounds:

{a) Wilful violation of the Act or Statutes; (b) incapacity to perform
duties;

{¢) Abuse of office,

Provided that the Vice-Chancellor shall be given a

reasonable opportunity of being heard before removal.
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%, Powers and Duties:- The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise such powers and
perform such duties as prescribed in the Act, Statutes, and

directions issued by the State Government from time 1o time.
